	R Rethink and Revise
	RETHINK – possibly changing their vote after reconsideration of the books – re-reading and/or visiting the author and/or illustrator website
REVISE – making sure that the votes are accurate before submitting then, if there are changes.

	Evaluation occurs when the votes are submitted to the the PSLA Media Selection and Review Committee for tallying and announcing the winner.
